Exploring Digital Resources
The five digital tools I have discovered and had the pleasure to familiarize myself with are:
1. Wix
2. Padlet
3. Nearpod
4. Magic School AI
5. WizerMe
For 5303, we must write two blog posts a week. Believe me when I say, I had no idea where to put my blog posts. I asked my classmates what they would recommend for posting blogs. They recommended Wix. Wix is user friendly and easy to use when using the blog post feature. All you must do is create the blog and when completed, just post it. You can put a title to your post and once completed you can share the link to your blog and share it to multiple people.  I’ve also played around with the feature which lets you create websites. It’s very similar to google sites where you can get very creative. It has features where you can build your site pages, have mobile sites, and create animations to be built into your website. It helps to “Bring your vision to life with the website builder which gives you the tools you need to succeed” (Wix 2025). The pros I have for this platform is it has a wide range of tools! You can create vlogs, websites, forms, and even improve your business! It’s also user friendly to the point where it has tutorial videos on how to use the different features. The one thing I really like about Wix is the collaboration feature. If you were to be put in a group project, you and your group members can input your information on different parts of your presentation, and it even lets you make comments. I would use this platform in my work environment to create presentations and to especially add a new twist to being creative in your presentations. One major con I have is the flexibility of changing the template. I have tried to move things around, but it takes a while to do it. The easiest way to format your website is by finding a template you like without minimum adjustments. 
The next resource I have discovered is Padlet! I’ve heard so many people whose used it before, so I took the liberty of familiarizing myself with it. Padlet is a platform anyone could use for collaboration. When playing around with a Padlet, the first thing you need to do is add a question or topic to your board. The next step is to have multiple people post a note to the topic. Teachers can utilize this by asking a question and having the students add a new post and answer the question. You can also use Padlet as a poll at the end of a session or PD and use it for immediate feedback or concerns. For example, at the end of a PD I attended, the instructor asked us to scan a QR code and asked for honest feedback. It is seriously a “visual collaboration for creative work and education (Padlet 2025). The pros are you can receive instant feedback. Once someone makes a post, you can reply and have a discussion based on what was being said. Another pro I have is having your students post can help the teacher track progress and check for understanding. To help with students not having the same answers and copying, the teacher can simply tell the students not post it until instructed. One con I do have is it is not free to have unlimited topics. You can only have three unless you purchase a subscription to have unlimited. 
	Nearpod is another excellent resource I discovered for teachers to use to incorporate into their classroom. There are plenty of ways the teachers can use to create lessons. Not only can you create lessons, but you can add interactive questions throughout your lessons. They “deliver impactful interactive instruction where learning never stops” (Nearpod 2025). This feature allows the students to answer questions throughout the lesson.  Once everyone answers, there will be a poll for the teacher to see where the students are still not understanding. The pros of Nearpod is you can upload old slide shows and tweak it to your liking. You can also add questions throughout the lesson, and it’ll give you a percentage chart to help the teacher decide if they need to spiral or reteach. One big pro I LOVE so much is they can follow along on their chrome books in front of them while the teacher is teaching and not be able to skip any slides if on teacher mode. One con about Nearpod is you can’t upload from google slides. You would need to have a subscription to the platform. 
The next resource I discovered is magic school AI. When I first heard about this program, I was shocked to hear “Educators use MagicSchool to help lesson plan, differentiate, write assessments, write IEPs, communicate clearly, and more (MagicSchool 2025). The tools I played around with are the lesson planner to create lessons for you. All you must do is put the grade level, include the topic, insert the full TEK, and include any other additional information you want included in the lesson. Once you have input your information, it creates your lesson! All you must do is look over it and if you don’t like a part, you can edit. I also played with the worksheet generator to where they create worksheets for the students. For Magic School AI, you will need to add the grade level and the TEK which is being taught. You can also add what you want included on the worksheet, which is AMAZING for us teachers. An advantage about both tools is it decreases planning time, and it helps the teacher to be more efficient to work on their school related things. The small disadvantage of using Magic school AI is when you’re making a quiz, it creates it on a worksheet rather than creating it on a google doc. 
The last tool I discovered for this assignment is WizerMe. WizerMe is an educational resource which allows you to create or even make your own online worksheets. You can, “publish, grow, and earn together in a teachers’ creator marketplace that makes the world Wizer” (WizerMe 2025). To find worksheets which are already made, you can look up a topic from your content and find a worksheet works for you. Or you can create your own worksheet. In these worksheets, you can add videos and add new item type questions which are used in STAAR. These item type questions include drag and drop, text entry, multiple choice, and multiple select. The best part of making your own worksheet is it gives students time to practice questions which will prepare them for the STAAR test. The disadvantage about WizerMe is when the students turn it in, the teacher is unable to see what the student missed. 
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
